FS1 & FS2 – Phase 1

	Can hear and identify the initial phoneme in a spoken word
	i.e. sssss in snake


Phase 1 objectives may not all be achieved in FS1, these objectives will continue to be taught in phase 2,3 and 4. Phase 1 does not have to be achieved before beginning phase 2.

FS2 – Phase 2-3

	Identifies phoneme  - Say sound, child can point

	Recognises grapheme - Show grapheme child can say phoneme

	Names grapheme -Can say letter name from Phase 3

	Writes grapheme -From said phoneme
