	1.
Introduction 


(approx 10 mins)

· The first session may begin with a whole class adult guided activity

· The planned learning intention is shared e.g. written, oral and visual

· The teaching of the objective is multi-sensory, practical, interactive, involving all children and differentiated by input

· Open-ended questions are used to encourage dialogue

· Paired talk is used to support EAL children

· The lead practitioner encourages the children to further explore the learning intention within planned, purposeful activities and/or workshops

· The practitioners promote, excite and share the high expectations of the learning process (not the outcome)
	
	
	
	
	
	

	2.
Activities/experiences

The majority of children go to select their chosen learning experience which may be child initiated, spontaneous play or adult guided

· A small-guided group is selected and encouraged to work on a specific differentiated activity to develop knowledge, skills, understanding and attitudes from the learning intention.  This may be indoors or outdoors

· The children are able to revisit the activity to practice skills

· All activities promote a high level of child involvement and challenge

· Additional practitioner(s) ‘float and engage sensitively with individuals or groups of children indoors and/or outdoors

Worksheets or templates are not used as a way of recording the children’s learning.  Achievement is recognised by assessing the children’s own work
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Independent activities to support the learning may be displayed (written and/or picture) on task boards, posters etc which are changed daily.  Children independently indicate tasks chosen and completed

	3.
Conclusion


(approx 10 mins)

· Activities end with the whole group focusing on the original learning intention.  

The practitioners and children share the learning processes, acknowledge achievements, extend the learning, recognise the child initiated activities and encouraging the children to self-evaluate their learning (assessment for learning)
