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The following characteristics illustrate how well the children are being taught

Outstanding

The provision is inspirational with exceptional organisation of the educational programmes and the learning environment.  It is at least good in all major aspects and is exemplary in most respects

Good

· Practitioners have a good knowledge of the EYFS learning and development requirements

· Practitioners are confident in helping children learn indoors and outdoors

· Planning and organisation are of a high quality

· Varied and exciting methods of teaching are used

· Every child is challenged by the learning experiences provided across the 6 areas

· Practitioners use varied strategies to develop language

· Accurate observations and assessments ensure activities are well matched to the children’s interests, needs and abilities

· Activities are well organised in different sized groups

· There is a good balance child initiated + adult initiated activities

· Resources and the learning environment are used effectively to promote learning and development

· All adults are well deployed to support learning

· All practitioners engage appropriately with the children

· There are good relationships with parents/carers

Satisfactory

The provision is satisfactory in all major aspects and may be good in some

· Practitioners have sufficient understanding of how children learn and develop

· Relationships are secure

· There is a good balance of child initiated + adult initiated activities

· Some older/more able children may be left to their own devices

· Observation, assessment and planning are used well to ensure the children’s interests, needs and abilities are met

· Expectations of some children’s learning and development is not sufficiently high

· Practitioners use resources and learning environment appropriately to promote learning

Inadequate

· Practitioners knowledge of the learning and development requirements is inadequate

· Activities are poorly planned, organised and the purpose is clear

· Activities do not sufficiently engage the children and offer little challenge

· The range of activities is too narrow to promote learning and development across the 6 areas

· Not enough independent learning takes place

· Observations and assessments are infrequent and/or inaccurate

· Practitioners do not have a good understanding of individual children’s interests, needs and abilities

· Other adults including parent/carers are not sufficiently involved in promoting the children’s learning and development
