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1. Purpose

· To provide evidence of value added by the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)

· To recognise that the EYFS is a distinct phase of development

· To track the EYFS Profile attainment of all children in FS2 across the 6 areas of learning

· To help ensure the continuity and progression of learning from entry to exit in FS2  and into year 1

· To identify a baseline of attainment (knowledge, understanding and skills) on entry into FS2 and year 1

· To identify the key characteristics of the cohort

· Provide a visual gap analyses of the cohort across the 13 assessment scales from entry to exit

· To inform medium term planning

2. How to use the tracking grid

· All Foundation Stage practitioners are advised to be involved in the process

· Evidence of each child’s attainment, from observations and assessments should initially be collated over the first 6 weeks on entry

· A level should be indicated for each individual child’s attainment, within the appropriate assessment scale band (see below)

· Indicate the point(s) the child has attained within the appropriate band that term 

(i.e. typical attainment/best description of the child’s achievement)

· E.g.      1 2 3 = a child making progress towards the ELGs. Points 1 and 2 achieved in the autumn term

· If a child is below baseline the grid should remain unmarked. This will identify children who need specific intervention

1- 3      a child progressing towards the ELGs

      (scale points 1-3 must be attained before the later scale points 4-8 - ELGs)

4- 8      a child progressing within the ELGs

      (in approximate order of difficulty but not necessarily hierarchical)

6- 8      expected level for the majority of children by the end of the EYFS

   9      a child consistently working beyond the ELGs

· The same process should take place mid year and prior to the children leaving FS2  (i.e. termly)

· Using a different colour for each term assists in the analysis of individual children and/or the cohorts progress over the year

· Points within the bands are presented in approximate order of difficulty and are not necessarily hierarchical. 

· The EYFS team should analyse the profile, for example; identifying the key strengths of the cohort, specific areas of learning which stand out as having a low baseline, any patterns for specific groups etc.

· Exit levels should be transferred to Year 1 practitioners

· Findings should inform medium term planning
