· Providers should not levy any fee in respect of the free entitlement nor should they charge parents fees in advance for the free entitlement to be refunded at a later date.  Providers that normally charge fees should reduce fees by the amount they would normally charge for those sessions if the child was not accessing a free place. 
· Providers can charge for additional services. The level of such fees is a private matter for agreement between the provider and the parent.  However, parents should not be required or expected to take up additional services in order access a funded place.  Parents who choose to take up additional services should not be charged more for those services than parents of children who are not accessing a funded place.  Above all arrangements for charging for additional services should be clear and transparent.
